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The Government has been taking the lead in adopting green 
procurement in bureaux / departments and continued to 
update the green procurement list and relevant green specifi-
cations. The green procurement list has been expanded to 183 
commonly procured product and service items in 24 catego-
ries, as well as 109 easy tips for small amount purchase. 
The new green procurement list has been updated with 
additional 33 new items including 27 product items and 6 
service items, as well as 73 new easy tips. This updates will 
further facilitate procurement staff to select environment-
friendly products or services whenever practicable.

Green procurement means purchasing products and services 
that cause minimal adverse environment and human health 
impacts. Buyers should consider the following principles when 
carrying out green procurement, whenever economically 
rational and technically feasible:

with improved recyclability, high recycled content, 
reduced packing and greater durability;

with greater energy and water efficiency;

utilizing clean technology and/or clean fuels; and

which emit fewer irritating or toxic substances 
during installation, use and upon disposal.

What is small amount purchase?

Easy tips aim to facilitate procurement frontline staff to 
select environment-friendly products / services for small 
amount purchase or for urgent situations when it is not 
practicable to adopt standard open tendering procedures. 

Small amount purchase refers to a single purchase order not 
exceeding HK$50,000 regardless of the quantity of items 
purchased.

Examples of tips for small amount purchase items

Among the 183 government procurement items with green 
specifications, a total of 109 items with easy tips have been 
developed for small amount purchase.

Easy Tips for Small Amount Purchase Items

Look for Grade 1 Energy Label under 
the Energy Efficiency Labelling 
Scheme of Electrical and Mechanical 
Services Department (EMSD)； or 
Energy Star Label.

Look for Grade 1 Water Efficiency Label under the 
Voluntary Water Efficiency Labelling Scheme of 
Water Supplies Department (WSD).

Look for label(s) or certification(s) of 
Forest Stewardship Council (FSC) or 
Programme for the Endorsement of 
Forestry Certification (PEFC).
