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Item 1 – Confirmation of minutes of last meeting (9 July 2010) 
 
Minutes of the last meeting were confirmed by Members at the meeting.  Members noted 
that a non-attributable digest would be posted on the Sustainable Development Division
website for public information. 
 
Item 2 – Matters Arising 
 
Members noted that the Secretariat had made appropriate revisions to the priority areas of 
this round of Sustainable Development Fund (SDF) application and details of the launch of 
the eighth round of application would be reported in Paper No. 10/10 under agenda item 6 
of this meeting. 
 
Members also noted that this meeting’s agenda might have to be slightly adjusted in 
accordance with the latest changes in the arrival times of some guest attendants. 
 
Item 3 – “Publicity and Media Promotion of Sustainable Development” (Paper No. 
09/10)

Item 6 – “Update on Education and Publicity Programmes and Initiatives” (Paper 
No. 10/10) 
 
Members noted the progress of EPSC’s programmes under the school sector. They agreed 
that in order to better integrate the education of sustainable development (SD) into the new 
curriculum for primary schools and junior secondary schools, early discussions with the 
Education Bureau (EDB) was crucial. 
 
Members noted the progress of other education and publicity programmes and initiatives
and agreed that they should continue in the current directions. 
 
Item 4 – Public Education on Climate Change (Paper No. 07/10) 
 
Members noted that the Council’s upcoming engagement exercise would be on climate 
change-related issues and that the Strategy Sub-Committee (SSC) of the Council agreed 
that it should focus on the demand side management of the climate change issues by 
drawing response strategies from the target groups.  Members then had a long discussion 
on issues related to climate change including the phenomena, the need to cultivate concept
of low-carbon living in the community, possible deliverables of the exercise and 
approaches in EPSC-SSC co-ordination. 
 
Members agreed with the proposed role for EPSC that, in co-ordination with SSC, it would 
engage the wide community through schools and NGOs with the support of intensive 
campaigns and publicity to enhance general understanding of climate change, increase 
their awareness on the implications on their daily lives and drive for a change in mindset, 
lifestyle and behaviour.  Members also agreed that the theme of climate change should be 
adopted in other EPSC’s upcoming activities.  Views of EPSC would be reported to the 
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Council for consideration. 
 
Item 5 – Education for Sustainable Development in Hong Kong Schools (Paper No. 
08/10) 
 
Representatives from the EDB were invited to the meeting to brief Members on the 
education of SD in Hong Kong under the current curriculum.  Members appreciated that 
the current direction for the education of SD had achieved impressive breakthrough and 
was more in line with EPSC’s approach.  Members noted that EDB would work further 
on training for teachers as well as student participation in organising SD programmes. 
They agreed that there should be more co-ordination between the EPSC and EDB.  The 
Secretariat should liaise with EDB on closer collaboration and provision of useful 
materials as teaching aids.
